Secure your iPhone

On your iPhone oriPad: Goto  Settings > |[yourname]> Sign-In &
Security. Tap Turn On Two -Factor Authentication. Then tap
Continue and follow the onscreen instructions.

You can add a trusted family member or friend to this so they
can stop thieves signing you out of youraccounts ifyou get into

trouble.

Trusted people can include your brother, sister,cousin,parents,
friend,or someone who can contact you easily.



Android phones
and your other devices

To enable two -factorauthentication on your Android device:

Go to device settings ,then tap your profile image in the top
right corner ofthe screen.

Then, click the Password and security option and tap Two-step
verification. Verify the phone number you willuse to receive
verification codes by text message.

You can also download Google and Microsoft authentication
apps to help protect yourphone.
